Tickets: 
 

When you purchase a ticket for the tournament, an orange ticket, you will be entered into the fishing tournament and the raffle.  The ticket has two sections, top and bottom.  The top section you will keep to enter you into the tourney.  The bottom section is handed in, and enters you into the orange ticket raffle. If your orange ticket is selected during the drawing, you will be assigned a raffle ticket prize.

 

Prizes:
 

There is a Top 50 Fish Prize list.  These prizes will be awarded to individuals who catch a fish during the tournament.  The fish are awarded according to weight.  The heaviest weighted fish will win the grand prize, the second heaviest fish will win second prize.......

If 50 fish are not caught, then the remaining fish prizes enter the orange ticket raffle.  Last year only one fish was caught so 49 fish prizes (totaling over $15,000) was given away during the orange ticket raffle.  We are not going to draft a list of orange ticket prizes due to the unknown number of fish that will be caught, and we receive local donations up to the contest date.

 

Other important information:
 

- We pride ourselves on hosting a tournament that does not sell alcohol.  We feel that raising funds for youth and school athletics and selling alcohol is hypocritical to our athletic code.  We truly want to build this into a family event.  I'm looking into the possibility of having broomball and kickball games during the contest to try and promote community building.
